Alexa
Alexa ranks websites based on traffic.  This data is gathered using toolbars that people 
on the web download and install. Data in table was gathered on July 1, 2010.  A-League 
data included because it is not possible to differentiate traffic to W-League pages.  Chart 
show changes in Australian rank since June 3, 2010 on selected dates: The higher the 
rank, the more popular in Australia. Teams not included did not rank in Australia.
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Bebo
Bebo is a social networking site that is popular in Australia, Ireland and the United 
Kingdom.  As of July 1, 2010, only one item appeared when searching for Melbourne 
Victory W-League.  That result was for a video.  The chart below gives a small idea as to 
the size of the A/W-League fan community on bebo using search.  Search differentiates 
content into several areas including people, video, music, groups, applications and skins.  
The W-League search does not mean that they all related to it; a women’s soccer league 
in the USA shares the name and the results are not possible to separate out.  Matildas ad 
Socceroos data have been included for reference.

BlackPlanet
BlackPlanet is a popular network for African Americans.  The site’s audience is mostly 
American but there are a few Australians and Australian sports fans on the network.  As 
of July 3, 2010, zero people list the Melbourne Victory, W-League, Matildas or Socceroos 
as an interest.

blogger is a popular blog hosting site.  People’s profiles include interests that they list.  As 
of June 3, 2010, ten  people list the Melbourne Victory as an interest and zero people list 
the W-League as an interest.  This compares to 9 people who list the A-League as an 
interest and 14 people who list the Socceroos as an interest.  The following chart dates to 
January 2010 and includes demographic data related to people who listed A/W-League 
teams as an interest.

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ecademy
ecademy is a small social network for business professionals that is an alternative to 
LinkedIn.  Zero people list Melbourne Victory, Socceroos or W-League as an interest or 
company they have worked for.  There are people who list Australian teams as an 
interesting, including some one who listed the Canberra Capitals of the WNBL and some 
one else who listed the Adelaide Crows of the AFL.

facebook
Facebook is the most popular social network in Australia.  There are several ways to 
measure community size on the network.  One involves interest searching based on 
http://www.facebook.com/ads/create/ , a tool for advertisers to market based on 
demographic information and keywords. The ads page say that zero people list the W-
League as an interest.  It says 100,260 list the Melbourne Victory as an interest.  This 
population cannot be separated for W-League vs. A-League fans.

Another way to measure interest is based on the number of fan pages dedicated to a 
team and the total people who like the fan page.  The following table contains list of 
communities that feature the W-League and the total members for those pages.  The list 
was compiled on July 1, 2010.

Fan pages tend to be more desirable as updates by the maintainer can appear on a user’s 
timeline.  This is not always the case with groups.  Fan pages are also given a preference 
when people are searching for a term.
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Gaia Online

components. It is relatively popular in Australia and tends to cater to a teenaged 
audience.
